. Thread both Rod Ends into Tail Link a minimum of 6 full turns. This will be the longest setting of 13 1/8 inches approx.

. Mount the Rear Rod End on top of the Control Arm as shown and secure with Supplied Nut and Washer.

. Temporally mount the front Rod End on the Bottom of the Rudder Tab.

. Make sure the Control arm and Tail wheel are locked and center the tail wheel.

. Adjust both Rod Ends in equally until Rudder is straight and parallel to the tail wheel.

. Secure the Front Rod End to Rudder and tighten both jam nuts to the tail link.

. Move Rudder and Tail Wheel through full travel to check for any interference
with the bottom of the rudder.

. Taxi the aircraft to ensure that the adjustment is straight with the Rudder.
